For any wines going to hot
areas, we have decided that in the interest of keeping you all as happy as possible, we will pick up the
additional expense of sending you your wines via two day shipping. We will be using cold trucks which
should help to avoid any problems. For those of you in California we will be using Golden State Transit
in some areas as they will provide a two day service. There will be no additional charge to you for these
shipping upgrades. Please also keep in mind that we are one of the few wine clubs willing to store your
wine, temperature controlled pretty much indefinitely. Just let us know if you would prefer that option.

As always, please don't forget to take advantage of your $1 per case shipping promotional window
starting Friday, August 26 and ending on Friday September 2nd. (Please note that the maximum order
for $1 per case shipping is three cases per club member with a maximum of one case to Alaska and
Hawaii). Your 45-day follow up discount applies to all orders placed by September 6th and your discount
shipping code is TLWC45DL
